Green Building Initiative Seats Consensus Body for Latest Revisions to Green Globes
ANSI Standards for New Construction (NC) and Existing Buildings (EB)

Portland, Ore. — The Green Building Initiative (GBI) announced today that it has reseated consensus
bodies to revise ANSI-GBI 01-2024: Green Globes Assessment Protocol for Design, New Construction,
and Major Renovations and ANSI/GBI 02-2023: Green Globes Assessment Protocol for Existing
Buildings. Both standards are under continuous maintenance through its American National
Standards Institute (ANSI) approved consensus process.

GBI’s consensus body members are highly qualified and lend both passion and expertise to work
collaboratively in the review of proposals for change throughout the formal consensus processes for
GBI’s American National Standards. This announcement marks the start of the 4th revision of GBI’s
Green Globes for Design, New Construction, and Major Renovations and the second revision of Green
Globes for Existing Buildings.

“GBl is proud of its leadership-level commitment to transparency, balance, and due process in the
development of our rating systems that are used for validating sustainability best practices and
performance outcomes for both private and public sector facilities,” stated Vicki Worden, GBI

GBI expects to release an updated EB Standard in late 2025 and a NC standard in 2026. The schedule
for continuous maintenance can be found on the GBI website.
